God Wants you to be Free!  

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

 Once when I was doing my cardio exercises at 
a gym, I saw a lady come in for her workout. She wore 
a T-shirt that promoted a restaurant. The back of the T-
shirt said, “Biscuits and Porn” and then gave the 
address for the restaurant. Perhaps she thought that 
the slogan was cute, catchy and funny. I don’t know 
what was going through her mind. I do know that I will 
not be visiting that restaurant...no matter how good 
the biscuits, eggs and bacon are.  
 The scourge of pornography is a true 
pandemic in our society today. Internet porn is a huge 
industry. Covenant Eyes is a Christian company that 
has helped over 1.7 million people gain victory over 
porn. According to their research, the global porn 
industry is gigantic, possibly generating around $287 
billion in revenues. Covenant Eyes believes that 
approximately 61% of the general population report 
that they have viewed pornography, 78% of men 
watch and about 44% of women watch. Viewing 
pornography is extremely damaging to all 
relationships, those with a spouse, girlfriend or 
boyfriend, co-workers and all those you encounter 
every day.
