Dress Code

Candidates and Sponsors: No specific color required.

Ladies: No strapless or sleeveless dresses (a sweater may be worn). Skirt length should be no
more than three fingers above the knee. Choose shoes that are comfortable to walk in, especially
on tile.

Guys: Dress shirt and tie with nice church pants; clean shoes or boots. Shirt must be tucked in.
No sagging pants.

Service & Mass Attendance

There are no required service hours, but candidates are expected to serve their parish and
community as part of their preparation for this sacrament. Candidates should attend Mass every
Sunday and Holy Day of Obligation.
